Guidelines
• Submissions are invited from Bressay residents or those with a strong 

Bressay connection.

• You may submit up to 3 pieces.

• Work must have been made within the last 3 years.

• There is no submission fee. 

• Each submission should be all your own work.

• Adult submissions should be no larger than 1 metre, in all mediums. 

• Children’s submissions should be no larger than A3 (30cm x 42cm).

• All craft and art forms accepted. But if your work may require special 
consideration for showing, such as 3D or digital, please contact us in 
advance to discuss.

• All work should be submitted ready to hang, with appropriate fixtures or 
fittings on the work. To be most compatible with our hanging system, we 
prefer frames to have d-rings or be strung. Works such as delicate 
drawings or photographs should be framed as needed. If textiles require 
particular display fixtures, please supply these along with your work.

• Original prints are encouraged, but reproductions of work will not be 
accepted (i.e. digital prints or photos of original paintings). If further works 
from a print edition are available, you can state this, including the price 
and number available for sale in the entry form, but you will be 
responsible for these sales (buyers will be directed to contact you). 

• Children’s work does not have to be framed.  

• Your work doesn’t have to be for sale, but if you do wish to, the 
commission rate is 10%. The price of work given on the entry form and 
labels is the total price payable by the purchaser, i.e the wall price. 

• We reserve the right to refuse items with content which may cause 
offence, or which otherwise do not meet the above criteria. Works whose 
stability, materials or method of construction could present a hazard to the 
viewing public may be rejected on these grounds. 

• The exhibition will run for approximately 2 months. You will be contacted 
towards the end of the exhibition to arrange collection.

• 3 prize winners will be announced at an Opening Event (date & time tbc). 
You will receive an invite prior to this. The winners will be awarded a group 
show at Speldiburn in 2026 (times to be agreed between the winners).

• Prizes for children's entries will also be announced at an Opening Event,  
(date & time tbc). All children's entries receive a certificate.

• The decision of the panel of judges is final.
